The Sportivi Ghiaccio Trento has the honor to invite you to participate at the 49th Trofeo Alberto Nicolodi, at the  
Ice Stadium in Trento, Italy.  The competition is open for all Nations and Clubs members of the I.S.U. 

 

Organization: Sportivi Ghiaccio Trento A.s.d. 

Track: The competition will be held on a 60x30m Ice Pad with a Standard 111.12 m oval track  
on indoor artificial ice.  
Safety padding of barrier height will completely cover the rink board surface.

  03:00 PM Start of the first day race

Rules: The event will be held under the I.S.U. Regulations. The qualifying schedule is based on the 
“All Finals System”. Some categories may be mixed together if numbers will require it for 
better racing, but the Super-finals will be skated by each category skaters only. The total 
amount of points from all distances finals plus the Super Final will determine the overall 
winners of the competition in each category.

Junior B Ladies and Men born between July 1st 1992 and  June 30th 1994

Junior E  3 laps  and    500 m    7 laps  Super Final (4 Skaters) 
Junior D  500 m and    7 laps 1.000 m Super Final (4 Skaters) 
Junior C 500 m and 1.000 m 1.500 m Super Final (6 Skaters) 
Junior B 500 m and 1.000 m 1.500 m Super Final (6 Skaters) 
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Entries: Preliminary entries have to be sent by Nations and Clubs by February 1st 2010 
Final entries must be sent not later than February 15th 2010 
to Sportivi Ghiaccio Trento a.s.d.

The Italian Teams are allowed to enroll at most 15 athletes. 

Entry fee: All competitors must be a member of a Club recognized by their own National Association.  
An entry fee of 10,00 € will be asked to each Italian competitor.  
The entry is free for any non Italian competitor. 
A security of 50,00 € could be requested for each Team for the race helmet numbered cap. 

Prizes: - the Alberto Nicolodi Trophy will be assigned to the first ranked Nation or Club, according 
  to page 8 of the FISG 2009/2010 Organizing Directions.  
  All skaters will participate in the points assignment. 
- Medal to the three best skaters for each category 
- 1° classified: Crystal glass vase 
- 2° classified: Cup  
- 3° classified: Cup 
- “Marika Tomasi” Memorial to the best Italian skater in the Junior E Ladies category 
- “Adriano Morelli” Memorial to the best Italian skater in the Junior E Men category 
The athletes are asked to participate in the prize giving ceremony with their team suits. 
The prizes will be assigned only to the competitors who will participate in the awarding 
ceremony. 

Refunds: the organization covers the accommodation and full board for 5 skaters + 1 leader for any 
Non Italian Team, at arranged hotels, from Saturday 20th (lunch) to Sunday 21th (lunch).  
No refunds will be provided to the Italian representatives, who are responsible for their own 
subsistence and accommodation. 

Insurance and liability The organizers - F.I.S.G. (Federazione Italiana Sport del Ghiaccio) and Sportivi Ghiaccio 
Trento -  assume no liability with respect to medical, bodily or personal injury or property 
loss or damage incurred or caused in connection with this competition. All participants 
should be covered by their own National or regional medical and accident insurance. 

An ambulance 
will be on standby in case of need.
